Let's check the class individually by making our rounds in the
classroom. Later we'll check the performance of several pairs.
Would you please give them some encouraging words about

their performances?

The class will get very excited if we make the game a

competition among the groups.

Each group should write their answer on the blackboard as soon

as they have finished working with it.



In the next class we'll have the students play the game by

themselves.

Would you please tell them something interesting about

American elementary school life?

When we have finished with this lesson, we'll have each group

perform a play.

Would you please make a dialogue based on the story of this

material?

Can you think of some interesting games using this expression?

Would you please comment frankly on this lesson plan?

I'd like to discuss this fully with you, change it where it needs

changing, and make it as good as possible.

We need to decide how we will divide the teaching of this

lesson?

If you spend too much time introducing yourself, students will

lose interest.

We'll do this dialogue practice by taking turns. We need to do

it rapidly so that as many students as possible can participate.
